Dear Students/Parents:

Our Ministry Approved Beginner Driver Education (BDE) program consists of 20 hours of classroom instruction, 10 hours of independent learning and 10 hours of behind-the-wheel training. Our objective is to teach students to be safe and defensive drivers while also being aware of road conditions and the actions of others.

Attendance at each session is required. Punctuality and participation will provide each student with a positive learning experience. Instruction will be enjoyable even though the topics are serious.

Students must attend all classroom sessions in sequence. If a day is missed they must continue at the next course. >> Personal electronic devices are not allowed in the classroom.

You should have your G1 license before starting your course or must obtain it within 6 weeks after the classroom sessions are completed. The Ministry requires the first in-car lesson to be within 8 weeks of completing the in-class sessions. All driving lessons must be completed within one year. 

This course allows students to take the G2 Road Test in 8 months instead of 12 months. Students are not issued a paper certificate. Students who have successfully completed all components of the BDE course will be certified on-line with the Ministry of Transportation (MTO). If your insurance company wants proof of course completion, for possible insurance discounts, please contact our office.
